1 Prohibited from speaking beyond guestions

Process of Concurrent Evidence

[1 structured discussion: ex ante arrangement of issues
B cf. “Gatekeeper” in Daubert v. Merrell Dow pharmaceuticals 1993

L1 mutual criticism of experts themselves
1 “co-generation” of evidences

B Accuracy guaranteed by mutual examinations
B Visualization of disagreement
